Q and A cards


Higher Maths

(Acknowledgement: most of questions and answers taken from B McKenna PPt)

These consist of 140 questions/ answers, which we have split into 6 sets:

1. Credit revision

2. Unit 1
3. Unit 2
4. Prelim revision
5. Unit 3
6. Final Exam revision.

They can be used in many different ways, designed to suit your own pupils’ needs.  Ask the pupils how they would like to use them.  Listed below are just some suggestions:

· Give copies of the whole Powerpoint to pupils, either to use individually at home or in school time if pcs readily available

· Print the sets of questions and answers back to back.  Have the pupils working in pairs – either collaboratively to get the answers and then checking them by turning over the card, or one pupil asking the other pupil questions.  Either way, it should get the pupils talking Maths to each other

· Similar to above, but have the questions and answers printed on separate cards.  Delete the top section, where the question number is given.  The idea is then to pair up each question with its answer.  Again, pupils can work individually, but may enjoy working with a partner more.  (Using a stopwatch to time them and introducing a competitive element may appeal to more able pupils)

· Show the appropriate Powerpoint to the whole class, one question at a time.  Pupils may write down each answer, or give the answer orally.  The answer slide which follows can then be discussed.  (This would also be suitable for use with small wipeable whiteboards, allowing the teacher to quickly check overall class knowledge)

· Parents can help their child by going through the cards with them at home
· Print one question with a different answer from the set.  Again, delete the top section, which gives the question number.   Divide cards between 3 or 4 pupils.  One pupil reads out a question.  Other pupils check to see if they have the corresponding answer.  The one who does then reads out the next question.  Pupils can be encouraged to discuss what the right answer is, before any of them check to see who has it.

Practical tips

· Laminate different colours of card for each set, or for the questions and answers.  If you are deleting the top section containing the question number you may find it easier to copy each pupil set in a different colour?  This is worth considering carefully before you go to the expense of copying/laminating.

· Don’t forget to cut up the cards before laminating! 
If you increase the sets by writing your own questions/answers, (or getting pupils to do so) then please consider copying them to other schools.   Thanks.
